GENERAL RULES

1. All horses are to be at the WALK when outside the ring.

2. Excessive use of the whip is prohibited.

3. No DOGS please!

4. Unruly horses will be excused from the premises.

5. Stallions allowed only if kept separate from other horses AT ALL TIMES.

6. All handlers must wear neat attire for each class  - Boots or shoes with a heel and helmet. ASTM/SEI certified helmets with a harness must be worn in all jumping events and by all persons under 18 yrs.

7. Classes may be cancelled, combined or split at the discretion of the show committee.

8. The Judges decision is final.

9. Weather permitting the driving classes will run at the same time as the jumper classes.
TEAM RELAY – 2  riders decide any combinations of jumps, jumps must be jumped in correct order.  

PLEASURE CLASS – Horse judged on temperament and way of going for pleasure horse.

EQUITATION CLASS – rider judged on correct and quiet use of the aids.

EGG & SPOON – Last rider with an egg on their spoon is the winner

TOILET PAPER RACE – Teams of two, last pair with toilet paper not broken is the winner

BARREL RACE – Must run pattern correctly

POLE BENDING – Must bend correct pattern.  Straight down, bend home, bend away and straight home.

TRAIL CLASS – Various obstacles to over come.

STAKES RACE – Figure eight pattern – timed.

activities, and notwithstanding that the same may have been contributed to or occasioned by the negligence of the said bodies or any of them, their agents, officials, servants or representatives.

e.  The potential of a participant to act in a negligent manner that may contribute to injury to the participant or others, such as failing to maintain control over the equine or to act within his or her ability.
